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Lexington’s Love Affair with the Automobile by Rebecca C. Glasscock

In my early years of living in Pensacola Park, | talked with several residents who remembered, with great
fondness, the Interurban. No one in this neighborhood had to walk far to catch it, as there was a
Limestone/Nicholasville Road line. Unfortunately, the Interurban was not the transportation remedy that had been
anticipated. Between 1900 and 1920, 250 miles of electric interurban streetcars were built in Covington, Henderson,
Lexington, and Louisville. The peak rail mileage came in 1930, and then declined. On April 21, 1938, the last
interurban streetcar pulled into the Loudon Avenue “boneyard.” The causes of the demise of the Interurban, owned
by the Kentucky Traction and Terminal Company, were primarily the Great Depression and the new fascination with
the private automobile. At the time, most of the cars were American-made. Buick, Cadillac, Lincoln, Ford, Chevrolet,
and Pontiac are still familiar names, but there were others as well: Delahaye, Hudson, Packard, DeSoto, Nash, Riley,
and REO. Lexington had a number of well-appointed dealerships. Clay Reed, who moved to 136 Penmoken in 1931-32,
was a mechanic for Kittrell Callaway and Webb, the dealership for REO. The REO got its name from its founder’s
initials (Ransom E. Olds). Mr. Olds founded Oldsmobile in 1897 and the REO in 1905. The most memorable of the
REO’s was the 1927 REO Flying Cloud and the 1931 REO Royale 8.

One of the many competing dealerships was Kinkead-Wilson Motor Company, at which Newell Hadden (who
moved to 111 Suburban in 1928 and then to 101 Wabash in 1937) was a salesman; Joseph T. Hagen (who moved to 164
Suburban in 1928 and then to 113 Goodrich in 1952) was a salesman; and J. Hal Webb (who moved to 134 Goodrich in
1931-32) was a secretary. In 1915, when the company was founded, it was located at 139 N. Mill. Within four years,
strong business necessitated a move. The company moved to 339 W. Short and then, as business continued to grow,
to 169-181 N. Mill. One of Kinkead-Wilson’s most memorable public relations feats occurred in February of 1947.
Kinkead-Wilson was the center of attention when Charles Bohmer, Bohmer Flying Service, brought his Ercoupe for
display in Kinkead-Wilson’s showroom for a month. He then removed the wings and drove the Ercoupe from the
dealership to Blue Grass Field.

Other Pensacola Park residents who worked for the automobile dealerships included Vincent Modica (who
moved to 169 Penmoken in 1935), a Department Sales Manager; and Edgar Sutton (who moved to 172 Penmoken in
1935), a mechanic; both were employed at Dixie McKinley Motors. Employed at Fred Bryant Motor Company, the
Oldsmobile and Chevrolet dealership, was William Uttinger (who moved to 128 Suburban in 1930), a stockkeeper; and
Robert Carly (who moved to 128 Penmoken in 1933-34). One of the area’s largest dealerships was Charles Sturgill
Motors, at which Albert Nantz (who moved to 128 Lackawanna in 1953) was the Service Manager. Lynn Rouse (who
moved to 112 Goodrich in 1930 and then on to 117 Goodrich) was a salesman for Tanner-Field Motor Company.
Marion Heaton (who moved to 176 Rosemont in 1931-32) was a mechanic for Geary-Gay Motor Company, the Hudson
Essex dealership; Albert Powell (who moved to 133 Penmoken in
1928) was a salesman for Thompson-McKinley Used Cars; Thomas
Bond (who moved to 115 Suburban in 1931-32) was a mechanic for
the Ford dealership, Frazer Motor Company and later a
Department Manager at Holmes Motor Company. Mammoth Auto
Sales Company employed Mark Williams (who moved to 151
Suburban in 1928) as a foreman, and Clarence Robinson (who
moved to 166 Wabash in 1952) was a mechanic for Poole Motor
Sales. The private automobile was sublime, but nowadays with
traffic woes and the accompanying ecological problems, wouldn’t E"“
